TVice Chancellor's Message

Greetings from the Indian College of Critical Care Medicine.

In the last quarter, we had a College Board meeting and many progressive steps are taken upgrade Critical Care Medicine
Education in our country. We conducted all scheduled exams on time and the results are declared within our scheduled time.

IFCCM Exam
Practical Exams were conducted on 2 I st & 22nd May 2022 at 3 centres, 14 candidates registered for the exam and 6 were able
to clear the practical exam and one remained absent.

IDCCM Exam -

The theory exam was conducted on 4th March 2022, total of 299 candidates registered for the exam and 150 passed the
theory exam, 25 remained absent for exams. Practical's Exams were conducted online on |16th & | 7th April 2022. A total of
| 86 candidates registered (including repeaters) for the practical exam and out of the 134 who passed and 8 remained absent.

CTCCM Exam-

The theory exam was conducted on 25th March 2022, 74 candidates registered for the exam, and 49 passed the theory exam.
Online practical exams were conducted on the 7th & 8th of May 2022 and finally, 39 candidates were able to get a certificate.
One CTCCM candidate was terminated from the CTCCM exam for using unfair means during the online theory exam

IDCCN Exam -
IDCCN Theory exam was conducted on |9th March 2022 and the practical exam was conducted on the next day. A total of
| 76 candidates registered for the exam and |5 | passed the theory and practical exam, two remained absent.

FARC and ACRT Exam-

FARC/ACRT theory exam was conducted on | 6th May 2022 in 3 centres across the country, there were | | and 2 candidates
respectively for FARC and ACRT. 10 candidates passed FARC and | candidate passed the ACRT exam.

College is organising Fellow’s conclave on |st July 2022 at Delhi along with the Euro-Asia Conference of ISCCM and ESICM.
We are also organising a teacher’s development program on st July 2022 at Hotel Pullman, New Delhi along with the Euro
Asia conference.

College is creating a new question bank for its IDCCN exam and Dr T Shyam Sunder is working on it. Dr Arindam Kar as a
course director has made a module for ‘Fellowship in Comprehensive Respiratory Support’ (FCRS) for college and we have
already started registrations for the same, at present only ISCCM members can register for this course.

Dr Deepak Govil’s vision for the mentorship program has been implemented and a few Mentors have been allotted mentees
to our new IDCCM overseas course.

College Board has approved for starting of new ECMO course soon this same will be launched, Dr Vivek Gupta is making
module for this course.
